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INTERNATIONAL PROJECTS RESPONSE AND EXTENSION SERVICE
EXPERIENCE DURING THE WAR IN UKRAINE

According to OCHA's report - United Nations Office for the Coordination of Humanitarian
Affairs, 492 international organizations were present in Ukraine in August 2023, and 471 of them
had been implementing different projects [1]. The number of organizations seems large enough,
nevertheless, their common efforts could help 8,3 ml of people, the planned number is 11.1 ml
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people and the real number of people in need is 17.6. Other words, more than 50% of vulnerable
people are still waiting for humanitarian response.

Most people received the humanitarian aid in Health projects (6.2 ml, 79% of targeted), in
Water, Sanitation and Hygiene (4.1 ml, 54%of targeted), Food Security and Livelihoods (4 ml,
74% of targeted), and Multy-Purpose Cash (3.2 ml, 73%). The other categories of Humanitarian
Response (Education, General Protection, Child Protection, Gender-Based Violence, Mine-
Action, Shelter and non-Food Items, Camp Coordination and Camp Management in total have
already served 7.4 ml people, 41% of targeted beneficiaries. 61% of reached people are female,
19% are children and 28% elderly persons.

We share here the experience of SOCODEVI, non-government organization, which works
in Ukraine on economic development projects since 2008 and continues to support Ukrainian
cooperatives, family farms and especially rural women during crisis and war.

SOCODEVI is an international organization, founded 36 years ago in Canada by
cooperatives for cooperatives “to support cooperatives and helps them to consolidate as catalysts
of inclusive, sustainable socio-economic development... To improve the living conditions of
families in developing countries” [2]. SOCODEVI works in 40+ countries, implemented 500
projects and support 800+ organizations.

In Ukraine Socodevi implemented Ukraine Dairy Business Project (2008-2014, 2014-
2021), Ukraine Grain Cooperative Project (2013-2018) and WeProsper Project, which started in
May 2020 for Luhansk and Donetsk oblasts. All projects were financed by the Canadian
Government (GAC). More information about projects achievements can be found at the web site
of Dnipro Agricultural Advisory Service, NGO, which is one of SOCODEVI implementing
partners in Ukraine [3].

WeProsper project was developed for enhancing farmers cooperation in vegetable and
fruits production, development greenhouses technologies at the East of Ukraine, and to support
rural women who were affected by the war since 2014. Extension specialist worked for baseline
assessment, project operational planning and providing training in cooperative identity, good
governance, financial literacy, technology, and marketing. In January 2022 the first strategic
session for farmers was provided by the Cooperative Academy team [4], the active phase of the
project started.

24" of February 2022 russia started the full-scale war against Ukraine and the lives of
beneficiaries, partners and project team completely changed. Form the very first hours of the
invasion, project team supported the farmers evacuation and relocation from the territories of the
active armed action. There are some successful cases of business relocations, there some less
unsuccessful. In March 2022, the crisis management tools were used for rapid response on the
cooperatives needs. Worth to be mentioned the main economic challenges: broken logistic for join
sales (milk, grain), lack of inputs and inflation, mobilization and lack of work force, additional
cost for social support of IDPs, blackouts, overloaded rural women, who had to provide social
services for communities hosting IDPs, support family farms and own family members’ needs.

In 2022 the project was redesigned to meet the challenges and needs of beneficiaries —
cooperatives, farmers, and rural women. The new name of the project is “WeProsper - The
Entrepreneurship Development Project for Conflict-Affected Rural Population of Ukraine”.
Cooperatives and family farms from Dnipropetrovsk, Zaporizhzhia, Poltava, Mykolaiv, Lviv and
Ivano-Frankivsk oblasts are the targeted groups: 15 organizations (cooperatives) and 3500
individuals. Sectors of activities: grain, milk, horticulture. The project cycle is 5 years (till April
2025), and it has 3 main components: the support program for family farms, for agricultural
cooperatives and advocacy. The budget is 6 028 400 USD [4].

Training, consulting, grant program for family farms and cooperatives, grant
implementations and networking — the main projects activities, which provides the specialists of
the extension service (DSKS) and Rural Women Business Network (NGO). Despite of the risks
and uncertainty, the project continues to deliver information, resources, and what is more
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important - vision and confidence for thousands of rural people, agricultural producers, and rural
communities in Ukraine.
