The financial behavior of the population is directly related to the widespread budgeting models and the general
financial culture in the country. The more conscious and systematic the approaches to financial management, the higher
the level of savings and stability of households. For Ukraine, a combination of educational initiatives with elements of
the most effective international models is promising. The authors of the article study the advantages and disadvantages
of personal (family) budget planning in foreign countries. The article also reveals the main aspects of organizing personal
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(family) budgeting. In the process of the study, the international experience of organizing personal budgets was considered,
types of family finances were identified, as well as modern approaches to budget planning in different countries of the
world. Key budgeting models were analyzed, in particular the Japanese "kakeibo" system, the American concept of "50/
30/20", European traditions of thrift and the Scandinavian approach to financial balance. The analysis shows that traditions
of thrift and budgeting models significantly influence the financial behavior of the population. The Japanese system of
"kakeibo" promotes conscious spending, the American model of "50/30/20" - structured planning, and European and
Scandinavian approaches - high levels of savings. The implementation of effective budgeting models can contribute to
financial stability and well-being of citizens. The international experience of European, American, Japanese and
Scandinavian budgeting concepts in the development of personal finances in Ukraine was taken into account. The authors
paid special attention to the role of financial literacy, state programs to support households and digital budget management
tools. Based on the analysis, conclusions were drawn on the feasibility of borrowing best international practices to increase
the efficiency of personal budgeting in Ukraine. Successful personal budgeting is closely linked to financial education.
Public policy, access to technology, and cultural habits have a significant impact. Systems that combine digital solutions,

educational initiatives, and community-based support are considered the most effective.
