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Abstract. The issue highlights the influence of the thickness of the cuttings on the quality
indicators of Ligustrum vulgare L. seedlings. The influence of thickness of cutting material on the
intensity of growth processes in plants of the studied species was revealed, namely: the growth of the
aerial part improves, the mass of the overground and root system increases, as well as the area of
photosynthesizing surface.

It has been proven that as the thickness of the microshoot increases (5-8 mm), an improvement
in the biometric indicators of the planting material was observed.

In particular, on the experimental variants, the height of the plants exceeded the control ones
by 31.4-74.3%. When using cutting material with a thickness of 8 mm, mass of the root system was
42.01 g, and in the control one - 20.48 g, which is 2.1 times less. In the course of the study, the issue
of the effect of thickness of cuttings on the mass of planting material was considered. At the same
time, in the experimental version (8 cm) the mass of planting material was 67.18 g, and in the control

one - 33.26 g, which is 49.5% less. In the process of research, it was proved that the area of the
assimilating surface of the plants is significantly affected by the thickness of the cutting material. In
particular, the control variant (5 mm) had a leaf surface area of 370.4 cm?, which is 215.3% less
than the experimental version (8 mm). Experimentally, it was recorded that the maximum values of
biometric indicators of plants were observed on the experimental version, where the thickness of the
cutting was 8 mm.

The article establishes that it is expedient to analyze the efficiency of economic and investment
activity in Ukraine according to such indicators as: the number of operating enterprises, the level of
employment, the volume of production and sale of products, added value; the share of small and
medium-sized enterprises in employment, volume of sales and added value, in particular by types of
economic activity.

Based on the results of the analysis, it was established that the level of entrepreneurial activity
in Ukraine has a growing trend, however, the values of the vast majority of the main indicators
characterizing the level of socio-economic development of the country have a negative trend. It has
been established that the impact of the war on the domestic economy is considerable.

For the fastest recovery of the country's economy as a whole, it is necessary to implement the
existing progressive experience of countries that also suffered, at one time, destruction as a result of
military operations and successfully developed their countries' economies. In the area of revitalizing
the investment climate, it is necessary to move from donations to fundraising.

The difficult war situation and the introduction of new norms in the legislation made
it necessary to study the conduct of accounting activities regarding the calculation of depreciation of
fixed assets for business entities that continued their work taking into account the conditions that
arose. The article examines the possibility of suspending depreciation of fixed assets under conditions
of downtime, conservation or evacuation. It was determined that there are no legal grounds to
suspend the calculation of depreciation during evacuation. It has been proven that in case of forced
downtime of fixed assets, the company has the right to independently decide on the suspension of
depreciation.

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Abstract. As part of the research, it has been noted that digital marketing plays a key role in
promoting goods and services in the modern world. It has been proven that it has become particularly
important since the COVID-19 pandemic, as many companies have had to move their activities
online. Within the scope of the study, actors focused on the category of digital marketing, which
represents a new model of using digital channels and tools to promote goods and services, aiming
for integration and instrumental diversity. The main focus is on the sharp shift in the approach to
communicating with customers during the COVID-19 pandemic and the transformations in the
promotion of goods and services that have been shaped by these changes, including those related to
the role and specifics of using social media and messengers, virtual and augmented reality, video and
webinar marketing, the integration of internet analytics and artificial intelligence into marketing
practices, the use of various retargeting technologies, and the emergence and development of mobile
marketing and mobile app platforms. It is evident that the content of each of the above
transformations and their synthesized combination have significantly expanded the list of digital
marketing tools.

Key words: digital channels, social media, messengers, virtual and augmented reality, video
and webinar marketing, internet analytics, artificial intelligence.

Introduction.

Digital marketing plays a crucial role in promoting goods and services in the
modern world, but it has become particularly important during the COVID-19
pandemic as many companies were forced to shift their operations online (digitize).
Particularly, due to the impact of COVID rules and restrictions, businesses in service-
related industries (including financial and banking activities, transportation, wholesale
and retail trade, insurance, information technology, healthcare, education,
entertainment industry, etc.) quickly shifted to digital platforms and digital marketing
(which emerged in the mid-1990s with the advent of the first search engines) to retain
their customer base and attract new clients. As a result, there has been a worldwide
need for new digital marketing tools to effectively engage with audiences and promote
goods and services in online environments.

During the COVID-19 pandemic, "Digital marketing" began to rapidly transform
due to the expansion of the range of tools used. For example, in the United States, many
banks and microfinance institutions such as JPMorgan Chase & Co. and Square Inc.
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have started actively using social media, online banking, and other digital channels to
promote their credit products and deposits, as well as banking applications for
convenient use of their services. If we consider the retail industry, companies such as
Walmart and Amazon have significantly increased their online presence and actively
utilize digital tools to promote their products. For example, Walmart has intensified the
use of its Walmart.com platform to promote its products and launched free delivery
services, while Amazon has actively utilized contextual advertising, and marketing
campaigns in emails and social media to promote its products in the online
environment. If we look at the transportation sector, there were also numerous
examples of companies that switched to Internet marketing during the pandemic. One
such example is Uber, which specializes in on-demand passenger transportation. Uber
strengthened its online presence and actively used digital channels to promote its
services (marketing campaigns were launched aimed at increasing its customer base
and supporting relationships with existing customers). Some companies in the logistics
and delivery industry (such as FedEx, DHL, UPS, TNT, Royal Mail, and others) were
also forced to quickly transition to internet marketing due to the pandemic. Many
medical organizations have also moved onto digital platforms and internet marketing.
During the pandemic, companies like Teladoc Health (a leading telemedicine provider
in the US) and Babylon Health (a leading telemedicine provider in the UK) attracted
customers solely in online mode, using social media advertising, content marketing,
search marketing, retargeting, and remarketing through email and other channels. In
addition, the CVS Health pharmacy chain in the US launched an online service for
ordering medications and at-home COVID-19 testing. The Ukrainian medical
company "Liki24" launched an online service for consultations with a doctor and
medication delivery to the home (using social media advertising). Overall, the
transformation of content and expansion of the range of digital marketing tools during
the COVID-19 pandemic allowed businesses to interact more effectively with
customers in online environments and maintain their positions in the market. However,
after the lifting of COVID rules and restrictions, the trend towards digitization of
businesses and digital marketing not only did not disappear but also covered all sectors
of the economy, as most companies currently launch marketing campaigns focused on
using digital channels and tools to promote goods and services to attract new customers
and maintain relationships with existing ones. Considering these developments, the
increasing role of digital marketing is undeniable, making research timely and relevant
to the needs of the theory and practice of promoting goods and services.

The paper's main body with full reasoning of academic results.

As part of the outlined study, the actors focused on the category of Digital
Marketing, which according to modern research [1; 4; 6] represents a new model of
using digital channels and tools for promoting goods and services that tends toward
integration and diversity. The main focus is on the significant shift in the approach to
communicating with customers during the COVID-19 pandemic and the
transformations in promoting goods and services that have emerged as a result. These
include: those related to the role and specifics of using social media and messengers;
those related to the use of virtual and augmented reality; those related to the use of
video and webinar marketing; those related to the implementation of internet analytics
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and artificial intelligence technologies in marketing practice; those related to the
specifics of using various retargeting technologies; those related to the emergence and
development of mobile marketing and mobile app platforms.

These transformations are not exhaustive, but they are among the most noticeable
among others and therefore reflect the main trends of digital marketing. So, the
transformations are related to the role and specificity of using social networks and
messengers, as they become the dominant communication tool with customers,
channels for advertising, and sales placement. Changes in communication approach
with customers are driven by the fact that companies are increasingly using social
media (such as Facebook, Instagram, Twitter, and LinkedIn) for advertising and
promoting their products and services, and messengers (such as WhatsApp, Telegram,
and Viber) for customer support and sales. Specifically, the transformations require
companies to maintain constant activity on social media and messengers (which have
become not only a communication channel with customers but also a source of
information about them). Table 1 presents the experience of transformations related to
the specificity of using social media and messengers since the COVID-19 pandemic.

The transformational changes, on the one hand, have led to companies (belonging

to various economic sectors) gaining new opportunities to engage in active social
activity (including regular content updates and interaction with their subscribers [3]),
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providing high-quality and timely customer support through messaging, answering
questions and helping to solve problems. On the other hand, the transformations have
presented new challenges for businesses related to promoting their products and
services, including: 1) the risk of turning effective interaction with customers into
intrusive advertising that users block with special filters (to minimize the risk, it’s
important to maintain a balance between product promotion and satisfying customers'
needs for convenient communication with their friends and family); 2) the risk that
social media and messenger content will not capture the attention and remain in the
memory of consumers (to minimize the risk, it is important to create interesting and
useful content that will interest and engage the audience); 3) the risk of violating the
confidentiality of customer data, which may occur as a result of improper processing
and storage of personal information (to minimize the risk, it’s important to comply with
legal requirements and ensure data security). In addition, there may be a need to involve
specialists who would ensure the proper quality and effectiveness of companies' social
activities on social media and messengers.

Transformations associated with the use of virtual and augmented reality are
driven by the fact that they are becoming the foundation of interactive and effective
advertising campaigns. These technologies currently allow companies to create
innovative advertising campaigns or AR advertising with an interactive component that
allows for a deeper understanding of the product or service by implementing interactive
experiments (in which the client can participate and experience how the products or
services work and how they can be useful) and virtual elements (which can be added
to the real world, allowing clients to see information about the product or service in
real-time). Such advertising campaigns also allow for various ways of attracting the
attention of the target audience. Table 2 provides an overview of the transformations
associated with the use of virtual and augmented reality during the COVID-19
pandemic.

The content of the transformations has led to companies (belonging to different
types of economic activities) gaining new opportunities to create immersive
experiences for their customers, including the ability to experience situations that are
difficult or even impossible to replicate in real life. The approach to engaging
customers and advertising products and services in business has changed, thanks to the
delivery through special applications that provide immersive experiences with
augmented reality elements or interactive experiments and involve customers in such
interactive environments.

However, the transformations lead to a range of challenges related to promoting
goods and services, including: 1) the risk of oversaturating consumers with advertising
and interactive effects, which can lead to fatigue and negative emotions (to minimize
this risk, it's important to ensure interaction with the audience according to their needs
and interests, creating interesting and valuable interactive effects that are not too
intrusive and allow customers to choose whether they want to interact with the product
or brand); 2) the risk of difficulty in creating an immersive experience or its lack of
interest for a certain part of the target audience (to minimize this risk, it’s important to
conduct testing and analyze the reaction of the target audience before launching); 3)
the risk of diluting the advertising message when creating an immersive experience (to
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minimize this risk, it's important to adhere to a clear strategy and create advertising
messages with consideration of the main objectives [4-5]).

Transformations in promoting goods and services are related to the specificity of

using video and webinar marketing, as they become the foundation of a different
approach to attracting new and retaining current customers (by building a brand and
capturing customer attention, increasing brand popularity, providing education,
consulting, discussing issues with customers, etc. [1-2]). So, various video formats are
currently used for this purpose, which show products in action, demonstrate their
advantages, and characterize the brand (including viral videos - commercials, short
videos, and video reviews, disseminated through email, blogs, and other channels), as
well as online conferences, training, webinars (as forms of online communication for
presenting goods and services, brand, etc. [1]). The experience of transformations in
product and service promotion, related to the specificity of using video and webinar
marketing since the COVID-19 pandemic, is presented in Table 3.

The content of transformations has led to the fact that promoting goods and
services of companies (belonging to various types of economic activity) can be
significantly accelerated by spreading viral videos on the Internet (distinguished by
humor, interest content, or unusual presentation of information) or establishing specific

description that conveys its content and benefits to viewers, ensure conciseness and

The transformations in the promotion of goods and services are associated with
the implementation of internet analytics technologies (including web analytics, social
analytics, email analytics, etc. [3]) and artificial intelligence (using machine learning
[3]) in marketing practices. It is because they become the basis for collecting and
processing data about customers and their behavior online. This data can be used to
build a more accurate and personalized marketing strategy, attract new and retain
current customers, forecast demand for goods and services, analyze the competitive
environment, and many other goals, as evidenced by the existing experience since the
COVID-19 pandemic (Table 4).

The use of internet analytics technologies and artificial intelligence allows
companies to maximize their interaction with customers and provide them with a
personalized approach, which positively impacts sales levels and customer satisfaction
[4-5]. However, the content of these transformations is driven by the fact that
promoting the goods and services of companies is now being done taking into account
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the profiles and behavior of customers on the network, as it becomes possible to
distinguish potential customers from irrelevant ones. At the heart of such promotion is
the construction of an accurate and personalized marketing strategy, attracting new and
retaining current clients, forecasting demand for goods and services, analyzing the
competitive environment, and many other goals [3]. Therefore, the effectiveness of
technology is heavily dependent on the availability and quality of data used in the
process of analyzing and developing marketing strategies. This means that there is
always a risk of using low-quality data about customers, including their online
behavior, feedback, demographic, and other characteristics. To minimize this risk,
companies that use internet analytics and artificial intelligence technologies need to
have a data quality control system in place and ensure their protection against possible
threats and abuses.

use of various retargeting technologies that are caused by expanding the boundaries of
audience targeting and increasing its conversion rate (i.e., to provide more sales per
unit of advertising costs [3]). In particular, a marketing strategy is currently being
actively used, which allows companies to show ads to certain users who have
previously interacted with their website or product (or retargeting), as evidenced by the
experience of increasing the effectiveness of advertising campaigns since the COVID-
19 pandemic (Table 5). Thus, retargeting technologies are an important component in
modern marketing strategies that help companies effectively promote their goods and
services in the market.

Transformations in the promotion of goods and services are closely tied to the
adoption of retargeting in marketing practice, which has led to new opportunities for
companies to display advertising on various platforms and devices, providing visual
and relevant content for potential customers. Additionally, these transformations allow
for a more precise determination of what content and offers attract the attention of
users, so that companies can tailor their offers for each audience group. However, the
main challenge is that the active use of retargeting can elicit a negative response from
consumers (due to feelings of being tracked, privacy violations, and intrusiveness),
which can in turn lead to decreased loyalty toward a company's products and services.
Therefore, when using retargeting, it's important to adhere to relevant privacy norms
and rules, and ensure maximum relevance and value of content and offers for
consumers.4

Transformations in promoting goods and services are linked to the emergence and
development of mobile marketing, and mobile app platforms have become the
foundation of trading and service companies, as well as the basis for personalizing
communication with users. Mobile app platforms, such as 10S and Android, enable
companies to create and distribute mobile apps that provide real-time interaction with
users (including allowing companies to personalize communication with users and
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provide them with more relevant offers, and create loyalty programs and privileges to
increase customer engagement and loyalty). This is confirmed by the experience of
transformations in promoting goods and services that are associated with the use of
mobile marketing and mobile app platforms since the COVID-19 pandemic (Table 6).

The use of mobile marketing technologies and mobile app platforms currently
provides new opportunities for expanding the services of trade and other companies,
personalizing communication with customers, and increasing customer engagement
and loyalty in loyalty programs. At the same time, these technologies have
fundamentally changed the approach to how customers access information about goods
and services. In particular, when working with mobile applications and mobile
marketing platforms, companies gain access to their customer's personal information,
such as their names, email addresses, and other data, which in turn creates risks of
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personal data leaks (if this information falls into the hands of criminals, it can lead to
serious consequences, such as theft of personal information and fraud). To minimize
such risks, companies using mobile marketing and mobile application platforms must
adhere to data security standards (including implementing various protection measures
such as encrypting customers' data, two-factor authentication for accessing personal
accounts, auditing security systems, etc.). Additionally, companies should inform their
customers about what data they collect and how they use it to ensure transparency and
trust in the brand.

The primary role of digital marketing is the ability to integrate marketing digital
tools in promoting goods and services [6].

Summary and conclusions.

The content of each of the aforementioned transformations and their synthesized
combination has significantly expanded the range of digital marketing tools.
Specifically, viral videos on social media, search engines, contextual advertising,
cookies, Facebook and Google pixels, dynamic ads, tracking through email addresses,
creating an immersive experience for clients, and mobile applications for overcoming
systemic challenges allow companies to promote their products and services with costs
and efficiency that far exceed those of traditional marketing. It should be noted that
although each tool has its specificities (for which it’s intended), in digital marketing it
is important to focus on the integrated use of digital marketing tools. The main role of
digital marketing in promoting goods and services is to provide opportunities for the
integrated use of different digital marketing tools, provided that this ensures: a
comprehensive approach to promoting goods and services, synergy, and coverage of
the maximum audience (including different consumer categories), maximum precision
and personalization of marketing campaigns, optimization of marketing expenses (by
ensuring greater efficiency at lower costs).
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Abstract. The article describes the brand strategy as an economic category. The main brand
Strategies are systematized according to subject characteristics. The main factors of brand strategy
formation are considered and the content of consumer attitudes is revealed as one of the most
influential of them. The essence and expediency of applying the adaptation-marketing approach to
forming a brand strategy is substantiated. Marketing support for the formation of a brand strategy
based on an adaptive marketing approach is generalized. To establish the relationship between
factors and the transformation of consumer attitudes in the context of brand strategy, a vector
expression is proposed that can serve as a general model for analyzing and predicting the influence
of various factors on the transformation of consumer attitudes of society in the context of brand
Strategy.

Introduction

In the modern business environment, the relevance of developing a brand strategy
is beyond doubt. First, the intensification of competition determines the search for ways
to stand out from business rivals, which is possible due to the disclosure of new
opportunities for brands. Forming effective brand strategies helps to increase brand
recognition, create positive consumer perception, ensure loyalty and increase market
share. Second, the changing technological landscape, namely the expansion of
technology and digital transformation, is affecting the way consumers interact with
brands. Online platforms, social media and mobile applications have become key
channels of communication and consumption. Accordingly, research on the formation
of brand strategies allows us to reveal new opportunities associated with the use of
digital technologies and to determine effective ways of interacting with modern
consumers. Third, consumer attitudes are constantly evolving under the influence of
social, economic, technological and cultural changes. This requires brands to adapt in
time to the dynamic preferences and desires of consumers.

Despite a sufficient number of scientific and scientific-practical publications
devoted to brand strategies, in particular [1-8], the methodology of forming a brand
strategy requires refinement. The problems of forming a brand strategy are determined
by the complexity and multifacetedness of the latter, its dependence on intangible and
socio-cultural factors, as well as the need to use an integrated approach based on a
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combination of data analysis, expert evaluation, creative process, depending on the
specific situation and the purpose of the brand.

Theoretical background

The purpose of the article is to substantiate the adaptive marketing approach to
the formation of a brand strategy in the conditions of the transformation of consumer
attitudes of Ukrainian society.

Based on [1-3, 7], it can be stated that the brand strategy is a long-term plan
developed by the company that determines the way in which the brand will be
positioned and perceived in the market. It defines the unique characteristics, values and
messages of the brand, as well as a set of strategic actions to achieve the brand's goal.
The brand strategy is focused on creating a favorable and recognizable image of the
company or product by the target audience, on ensuring competitive advantage and
increasing consumer loyalty.

The system of brand strategies is quite limited: despite their wide variety, at first
glance [7, p. 97; 9, p. 148; 10], a detailed analysis of the characteristics of these
strategies allows us to draw a conclusion about the substantive similarity of some
varieties. In general, the main brand strategies can be systematized according to the
following characteristics:

goods:

- assortment expansion strategies (linear or categorical - expansion of the
product or service line with new variations or categories);

- the strategy of new brands (used during the production of a new category of
goods);

marketing:

- differentiation strategy (aspiration to stand out in the market due to unique
characteristics or advantages that make the products or services of the brand
different from competitors, for example, with the help of quality, design,
innovation, etc.);

- diversification strategy (prepares the consumer to pay a higher price than for
other similar products);

- low price strategy (focus on competitive prices, discounts or availability of
a product or service);

branded.

- multi-brand strategy (creation of additional brands in the same product
category);

- strategy of corporate brands (promotion of all its products on the market
under a single brand);

market:

- brand-leader strategy (aimed at becoming a market leader and gaining the
maximum market share through active marketing activities, innovations,
high quality and other strategic actions);

- focus strategy (directing efforts to a specific niche or market segment).

The choice of strategy and its formation or the approach to their combination is
determined by the factors of the internal and external environments [8, p. 83; 11, p.
119]. In our opinion, the following are key:
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» the price of goods or services (P), which can significantly influence the choice of
consumers. Accordingly, within the brand strategy, the brand can be positioned
as a premium product and set a higher price to emphasize its quality and
exclusivity, or focus on a competitive price strategy to attract a wider audience;

» marketing costs (M), which include advertising campaigns, market promotion,
participation in events and sponsorships, development of an Internet presence, etc.
At first glance, it may seem that if the price can directly influence the consumer’s
choice, then the marketing costs concern only the enterprise. However, they can
indirectly influence the positive impression of the brand and create additional
value for consumers, that goes beyond the simple price of the product or service.
That is, they can contribute to the formation of a positive consumer experience, a
feeling of brand attractiveness and increasing consumer loyalty;

» the quality of the product or service (Q), which affects consumers through the
formation of trust, loyalty and satisfaction of consumers and shapes their
perception of the brand;

» innovation (/), because brands that offer innovative solutions, products or services
can have a competitive advantage and attract the attention of consumers;

» socio-cultural (F), which determine the formation of unique socio-cultural
features of the population of a certain territory, which must be taken into account
by brands;

» economic factors (F) that determine the purchasing power of consumers, the
market situation, trends in its development and influence the purchase decision.
These factors interact with each other and together determine the effectiveness

and success of the brand strategy. However, in today’s dynamism and uncertainty,
consumer attitudes play an important role in brand strategy formation, which can have
a great impact on consumer buying behavior and their perception of brands. The main
elements of consumer attitudes include perceptions and beliefs, emotions, consumption
trends, social context (cultural norms, social trends and the influence of people around).
Taking into account consumer attitudes in brand strategy allows companies to
better understand the needs and desires of their target audience; adapt to changes in
consumer behavior and develop effective communication and marketing strategies.
The dynamism of moods can be traced in the process of changing generations of
consumers (from GI to Z) [12], whose habits and tastes changed and, accordingly, the
structure of consumption changed. For example, the growing interest in a healthy
lifestyle leads to an increase in demand for fitness products and organic food.
Changes in consumer behavior forced brands to adapt to their audience. So, for
example, customization appeared — personalization of a product or service taking into
account the individual needs, requirements or preferences of each individual consumer.
That is, the consumer himself can choose and modify various aspects of the product or
service, such as design, functionality, size, colors, materials and other parameters, so
that they correspond to his personal preferences and needs. For example, “Mini” allows
customers to customize their cars by choosing from a variety of options and
accessories. Nike has a “NikeiD” program that allows consumers to customize shoes
and apparel by choosing colors, materials and other details. MAC Cosmetics is known
for its “MAC Pro Palette” program, where customers can choose their favorite eye
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shadow colors and create their own palette.

That is, regarding modern consumers, it is safe to say that they are currently
more knowledgeable and therefore more demanding. At the same time, they can be
quite tolerant of the situation and the brand, depending on certain conditions. Given
this, the main task of brand management is to feel the consumer and find the right way
to his mood, which will be reflected in the brand strategy. This issue is well illustrated
by the situation in Ukraine. If COVID changed the behavior of the global consumer,
teaching him to work and rest at home, which led to the “goblin regime” with an
increase in demand for video games and the activation of food delivery services, and
then the war in Ukraine sharpened the national spirit of the Ukrainian consumer. The
demand for national clothes, food, and entertainment increased along with the
increased attraction to European nations. Accordingly, companies in the process of
forming a brand strategy try to be useful and support Ukrainian consumers.

In these conditions, it makes sense to talk about an adaptive marketing approach
to the study of consumer behavior and the formation of a brand strategy. The concept
of adaptive marketing was first proposed by Erik Reis regarding the development and
management of startups [13]. If, according to the classical economic approach, the
consumer satisfies his need and evaluates it from the point of view of utility, and with
the motivational-marketing approach, value is created that satisfies a number of needs
of the consumer [14, p. 998], then, in our understanding, the main principle of the
adaptive marketing approach should be the flexibility of marketing support of the brand
strategy, taking into account changes in market conditions, moods and consumer
behavior.

Accordingly, the marketing support of the brand strategy according to the
adaptive marketing approach can be briefly presented as follows (figure 1).

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The first stage is implemented with the help of analytical tools for collecting and
analyzing data using strategic marketing methods. Modeling of consumer attitudes will
allow us to describe the relationship between consumer attitudes, economic factors and
brand strategy. Optimization involves the use of optimization methods to determine the
optimal parameters of the brand strategy. For example, mathematical optimization
models can be used to maximize profits, minimize costs, or ensure optimal levels of
customer satisfaction. Adaptation involves making the brand match the needs and
expectations of the audience.

The relationship between factors and the transformation of consumer attitudes in
the context of brand strategy can be represented by a vector expression:

C =aP +bM+cQ +dl +eF + gE (1)
where C — a vector that represents the transformation of consumer attitudes;
P, M, Q, I, F, E — factors affecting consumer attitudes;
a, b, ¢, d, e, g — influence coefficients (indicators that reflect the degree of
influence of each factor on consumer sentiment)

Each term (aP, bM, cQ, dI, eF, gF) represents the influence of the corresponding
factor on the transformation of consumer attitudes. The coefficients (a, b, ¢, d, e, g)
determine the degree of importance of each factor. The accuracy and efficiency of such
a model will depend on the quality of the data, the selection of factors and the correct
setting of the influence coefficients.

Conclusions

On the basis of the considered types of brand strategies and the main approaches
to their formation in modern conditions of a dynamic environment and transformations
of consumer sentiments, it is possible to conclude about the expediency of using an
adaptive marketing approach to the development of a brand strategy. The proposed
approach allows brands to be more flexible, efficient and competitive in the market,
ensuring continuous interaction with consumers and adaptation to their needs and
requirements in real time.

The vector expression can serve as a general model for analyzing and predicting
the influence of various factors on the transformation of consumer attitudes of society
in the context of brand strategy. Thus, applying an adaptive marketing approach to the
formation of brand strategies will help brands adapt to the dynamic consumer
environment, provide a competitive advantage, increase brand value and use new
technologies to achieve success in the market.

Prospects for further research in this direction are the development of a system of
criteria for determining the importance of model factors and its approval.

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Abstract The article deals with the problems of "cross-cultural shock” that arise in any
international company. In particular, the work offers an analysis of cross-cultural differences of
Western and Eastern cultures in comparison with Ukrainian national peculiarities. The matrix of
features of personnel management in different cultures and three models of the international
manager's competence are considered. An adaptive cross-cultural training scheme for multinational
companies operating in the Ukrainian market has been created and tools are proposed for active use,
allowing to reduce the level of cultural contradictions.
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Introduction

Ukraine's entry into the international community is accompanied by increased
attention to cross-cultural management. Interest in the study of cross-cultural
management in our country arose primarily from international companies. In the
process of entering the foreign market, the interest in cross-cultural management is also
increasing in the largest Ukrainian companies. In Western individualistic countries,
managers are motivated not by considerations of the common good, but exclusively by
personal gain. For a long time, eastern managers are occupied with coordination
procedures (the Japanese system of "rings"). Motivation is determined by loyalty to the
company. Ukraine, which is located between the West and the East, occupies an
intermediate position on the scale of individualism and collectivism. Therefore,
domestic managers behave inappropriately: in the East they show traits of
individualism, and with Western individualists they behave as collectivists.

Main text

Cross-cultural problems in international business are contradictions that arise
when working in new social and cultural conditions, associated with differences in the
stereotypes of personnel thinking. The formation of thinking occurs under the influence
of knowledge, religion, art, morality, laws, customs and any other abilities and habits
acquired by society in the process of its development.

Research in the field of cross-cultural management reveals the "explanatory
power" of culture in relation to other factors, both external (socio-economic, political,
institutional) and internal environment of the organization (organizational and legal
form and size of the enterprise, structure and type of ownership, industry affiliation,
quality personnel). The cross-cultural approach is an integral part of the work of top
management and involves comparisons aimed primarily at studying the sociocultural
context in the effective management of the company's key resource - multinational
personnel.
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When studying cross-cultural differences, the following problems arise: what
potential and knowledge should a foreign manager have for effective work in Ukraine?
What preparation, special list of skills, knowledge and experience of managers
contributes to the effective implementation of international projects? You can answer
these questions by solving the following tasks:

1. Determine the levels of competence of top managers for work in Ukraine;

2. Conduct a comparative analysis of Western and Eastern cultures with

Ukrainian cultural features;

3. Consider the influence of three levels of competence of managers for successful

management of an international company;

4. To propose an adaptive cross-cultural training scheme for multinational

companies operating in the Ukrainian market;

5. Recommend tools to reduce "cross-cultural shock".

Main results.

Ukrainian companies now and then have to negotiate with foreign partners. Due
to this, they have not only language difficulties, but also problems related to so-called
cross-cultural differences, 1i.e. with behavioral tone-bones and stereotypes
distinguishing representatives of different nations. All the diversity of cultures is easily
fit into a simple classification, which should be remembered when conducting
negotiations. Let's consider these signs in more detail. Depending on what is in the
center of attention, two types of cultures are distinguished. The first type includes
cultures in which attention is focused on action (in the case of business - on a
transaction), the second - on human relationships. Cultures of the first type are
widespread in the USA, Germany, the countries of Northern Europe, the second - in
India, China, Japan, etc. Representatives of cultures oriented to the deal believe that
their opponents lack clarity and concreteness. On the contrary, those oriented to the
culture of the second type consider "actors" assertive, aggressive, rude and dull.

The main difference between cultures oriented towards relationships is the
personal way of establishing contacts. That is, businessmen prefer to do business with
persons or companies they know well and can trust. In contrast to them, representatives
of companies from the USA. Canada, Northern Europe or Australia can respond to an
offer that is interesting to them, received by regular mail or e-mail.

How to establish relationships with partners if you do not know each other? The
most reliable and productive way to find a counterparty in the countries of Asia, Africa,
Latin America or the Arab world, according to experts, is the mediation of a familiar
high-ranking official or a friendly organization from the country of interest. In a world
oriented towards relationships, everything is done with the help of relatives, friends
and connections.

Highly informal cultures are Australia, Denmark, Holland, USA, Canada,
Norway, Iceland, New Zealand. Formal cultures are the majority of countries in Europe
and Asia, the countries of the Mediterranean, the Arab world, and Latin America.
Formal cultures always presuppose a strict hierarchy based on status and power. In
informal, or egalitarian, cultures, everyone is equal, the difference in status is
insignificant and is based on personal achievements. Businessmen from countries with
hierarchical cultures often perceive "informal" colleagues as rude and familiar. In turn,
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representatives of egalitarian cultures sometimes consider their "formal" counterparts
boring, pompous and complex.

In formal cultures, emphatic respect for status is a sign of good manners. A
representative of Australia or Holland (egalitarian countries) can surprise a stranger
with an informal address.

Time flows differently in different countries. It's not about time zones, but about
time and planning. In some countries, time is considered an almost tangible resource
that can be saved. Punctuality plays a decisive role here, and the schedule of meetings
changes extremely rarely. Countries where everyone knows that "accuracy is the
courtesy of kings" are called monochronic.

There are also polychronic cultures in which punctuality is not paid too much
attention, free schedules and business meetings are valued, where several issues are
resolved at once. According to the comments, foreign contractors Ukrainians are very
unpunctual. Meetings in Ukraine usually start at 15-20 minutes. later, and 10-minute
coffee breaks at conferences are extended by at least half an hour. This indicates a lack
of discipline, as well as a disrespectful attitude towards the partner.

The most free handling of time is demonstrated by the countries of the Arab world,
where planning is often generally considered a reprehensible occupation, since the
Koran forbids predetermining the future.

Therefore, when planning meetings with representatives of polychronic cultures,
you should adhere to the following rules:

* no more than two appointments per day (one in the morning, the other after

lunch);

* when stipulating the terms of deliveries or performance of works, they leave a

time gap (most likely, the work will not be performed on time anyway);

 before the final delivery date approaches, they often remind themselves. As a

rule, personal contacts help speed up the process.

In working with counterparties from monochronic countries, there is only one rule
- punctuality. Psychologists single out three characteristics, differences in which can
cause the biggest problems during negotiations. This is proxemics (so-called personal
space, distance between interlocutors); haptic (touch behavior); ophthalmology (eye
contact). Each person has their own ideas about the distance most convenient for
communication. Close people are probably called close because we let them approach
us almost intimately and do not experience discomfort at the same time.

Difterent peoples also have different reactions to touch. The most common form
of contact among businessmen in the whole world is a handshake. In addition to the
psychological characteristics of a person, the duration and strength of this gesture also
depend on cultural habits. Europeans shake hands every time they meet and say
goodbye, Americans shake hands less often than Europeans, but more often than
Asians. It is especially worth noting that in Asian countries it is not customary to shake
hands with women.

Eye contact is no less important than a handshake, but much more subtle. Not all
peoples appreciate a straight look. For example, Asians consider this extremely
impolite and view it as hostile behavior.
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The Ukrainian model of human resources management confirmed the previously
expressed assumption that Ukrainian managers use something intermediate between
"collectivism and individualism" in management. In addition, it should be noted that
managers of international companies in Ukraine should not use a "pure" Western or
Eastern cultural model. For successful management in an intercultural environment, it
1s necessary to increase the comprehensive competence of managers.

The basis of successful personnel management of an international corporation is
the understanding of three levels of competence:

1. Communicative competence;
2. Linguistic competence;
3. Intercultural competence.

Thus, communicative competence, in a cross-cultural environment of the
organization, requires managers to know and respect cultural differences; build a
system of values jointly shared with local staff; use the English language as an
instrument of professional and entrepreneurial activity (linguistic features); use
telecommunication technologies (Internet) to overcome spatial and temporal
limitations [1]. The main task of foreign managers at the regional level is to convey the
organization's mission to regional employees, to form progressive values among
colleagues to increase work efficiency. In this situation, the foreign manager acts as
the main communicator-translator and at the same time is the "carrier" of the culture
and values of the partner country. [2]. To achieve the company's goals, managers must
have culturally determined communicative competence — the ability to interact with
others based on experience or training, knowledge of communicative attitudes in
different cultures [3].

Linguistic competence is the ability to communicate in an intercultural
environment. Many Western managers in Ukraine are fluent in Russian or Ukrainian,
which significantly improves cross-cultural communication. Most local employees
who work in international companies speak English fluently. Most of the
documentation is in English, and the official language of office meetings and meetings
is English. However, the level of perception in the native language is much higher.
Linguistic mistakes can lead to misunderstanding and conflict, and the language barrier
remains an obstacle in communication. On the other hand, partners in the regions do
not know English and perceive the company because of the personality of the boss, a
Western manager. Knowledge of the regional language (Russian and Ukrainian)
commands respect from regional partners and employees, and also forms a high level
of trust, which is extremely important for the implementation of projects. Professionals
with linguistic training realize the role of language not only as a tool for transmitting
information, but also as an additional means of studying the mentality of a partner
country.

Intercultural competence is a complex of analytical and strategic abilities that
expands the interpretive spectrum of a Western manager in the process of interaction
with representatives of another culture. This is also a positive attitude towards another
culture and its values, overcoming ethnic and cultural centrism. Ideally, a Western
manager possessing the third competence initially has a positive attitude to the presence
of various ethno-cultural groups in society and demonstrates the ability to
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communicate effectively with representatives of any of them. Intercultural competence
can be mastered by means of knowledge obtained in the process of intercultural
communication [4].

Summary and conclusions

In this regard, culture can be characterized by four criteria: "the length of the
hierarchical ladder" characterizes the perception of equality between people in society,
in the organization. The greater the gap between the top and the bottom, the longer the
hierarchical ladder; "the image of the state of uncertainty" refers to the attitude of
people to their future and to their attempts to take fate into their own hands.

The degree of uncertainty is higher, the more attempts are made to plan and
control one's life; "individualism" expresses the desire of people to act independently
or to give preference to group choice.

Abstract. With the beginning of the war in Ukraine, everything changed, and every citizen of
the country felt it. Due to constant stress and being in a state of tension, fear and despair, people
more than ever need the opportunity to restore not only their physical condition, but also their mental
and spiritual condition. Such requests become one of the reasons for creating innovations, in order
to help Ukrainians to reorient themselves for a while, to rest physically and emotionally. This has a
beneficial effect on health and work capacity. After all, the country needs strong and future-confident
citizens, ready to rebuild the destroyed in the future. Art-therapy is one of the ways to restore the
spiritual, mental and partially physical state.

The article examines the essence of various types of art-therapy and the main effects of their
influence on different age groups of the population. The world and domestic experience of using art-
therapy in the hotel industry is analyzed. It is noted that art-therapy services are used in many global
hotels. This is a good solution for the hospitality industry as they are able to meet more of the
consumer's needs. Unfortunately, on the territory of Ukraine, art-therapy as a separate service is not
found in the hotel industry. More often, psychologists and art-coaches conduct trainings at hotels or
restaurants that rent premises. Basically, people just find art-therapy activities or art-therapists who
conduct individual classes. Today, art-therapy is a very relevant method of psychocorrection, as it is
the most ancient and natural form of expression and change of emotional state. Therefore, it is a very
successful and interesting idea to include art-therapy services in hotel services. The implementation
of this innovation will be appropriate for both children and adults, for married couples or families
with children, in a complex or separately for each. As for the location of hotel enterprises with art-
therapy services, we believe that their location should be away from the city hustle and bustle, in the
middle of a green area, which will help guests relax both soul and body and be in harmony with
themselves.

The feasibility of solving the problem of correcting the psychological state of Ukrainian
consumers of hotel services in a comprehensive manner has been proven. It is proposed to use
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"colored" breakfasts ("green"”, "red", "orange" and "white") together with art-therapy services
(isotherapy, dancetherapy, mudtherapy, mandalatherapy) in domestic accommodation facilities,
which will include dishes, made mainly from products of the appropriate color, because food also
has a great influence on the human body, its physical condition and mood.

The offered innovative art-therapy services will help consumers of hotel services to relax not
only physically but also mentally, at least for a while to escape from the terrible realities that a full-
scale invasion brought with it.

In the Guidance on Promoting the Reform and
Development of Museums issued by the State Administration of Cultural Heritage of
China [10], it is pointed out that communication services should be optimized, cloud
display and cloud education of museums should be vigorously developed, and a
museum communication system integrating online and offline should be built.

border cooperation, cross-regional Internet communication and other means.

Throughout the development of museum display design, from the 14th to the 16th
centuries AD, cultural treasures were only for collection and study, and were not open
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to the public. In the 18th and 19th centuries, taxonomic display and restoration display
were born. After the end of the 20th century, the progress of science and technology
has changed the concept of exhibition from isolation and stillness to relevance and
dynamics. Exhibition design no longer focuses on the spread of exhibits and
knowledge, but also provides a space for the audience to participate and stimulate their
spontaneous thinking [6]. In addition, in today's highly developed information
technology, people's demand for information is no longer limited to passive
indoctrination. Instead, they hope to realize input and output through active exploration
and expression of personal thoughts, participate in cultural transmission and
inheritance, and complete personal value contribution. Nowadays, new media
technology develops rapidly and is widely used in the field of cultural communication
because of its flexible, open, sharing, convenient and real-time characteristics.
Therefore, the trend of realizing the value of museums begins to shift from one-way
communication to interactive experience by using new media such as light and shadow,
audio and network in exhibition design, the form of display shifts from static to
dynamic, the display content also shifts from real objects to virtual, and people turn
from visiting to participating in museums.

However, when more and more new media technologies are applied to interactive,
immersive, participatory and narrative design in museum exhibition design, the new
media technology itself seems to be more eye-catching than people's cultural
participation, and dominate. Henry Jenkins of the Massachusetts Institute of
Technology makes it clear that attention should be paid to the growing culture of
participation, rather than solely to the interactive technologies that support it. There are
many people who like to engage in social and creative entertainment through social
media, but do not go to museums because they see museums as non-social, non-
dynamic and non-participatory places, so for museum audiences, creative activities and
social connections are a prerequisite for cultural engagement. Jenkins defines this
culture of participation as: relatively low barriers to artistic expression and civic
engagement; Strong support for creating and sharing your creations with others; There
is some kind of informal guidance that passes on to the novice what the most
experienced know; Members believe their contributions are important; Members feel
some level of social connection with each other (at least they care what others think of
what they create) [5]. Therefore, the next generation of museum display design should
be, as Christopoulos et al. believe, "an information seeking space; A social gathering
space and a new artifact; Can embody social processes and projects" [2].

After the concept of social currency came into being, Wharton marketing
professor Jonah Berger said in his book Contaious, "Just as people use money to buy
goods or services, Use Social Currency to get more positive reviews and impressions
from family, friends and colleagues." [1] As we all know, cultural and cultural venues
are cultural and educational institutions that store cultural and natural heritage.
Audience participation in all actions of the cultural and cultural industry (consumption,
discussion, even showing off, etc.) is a new social currency (www.ifeng.com [3]). It is
the gold currency of the social market, not only consumable, but also stored and
appreciated. Therefore, the exhibition and dissemination of cultural information by
museums combined with social media and the establishment of close cultural ties
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between people will meet people's higher demand for spiritual culture at the present
stage and make the social and cultural value of museums truly realized.

In addition, most museums belong to specialized museums and comprehensive
museums. Under the premise of such classification, they are affected by the region and
cannot integrate contemporary cultural information. According to the State
Administration of Cultural Heritage of China, as of 2022, there are now 6,183 museums
on record in China, 91% of which are open for free [12]. However, museum resources
are relatively dispersed, and the quantity distribution is unbalanced, and the
development level of museums in different regions varies greatly. In fact, when people
enter a museum or online virtual museum, they also want to see information about all
other museums. That is to say, the information they need is richer and more
comprehensive, like a spider's web in all directions. The branch system in resource
sharing formed by the development of one-to-one vertical system communication and
cooperation mode; With provincial museums as the core and museums at the city and
county level as the members, the alliance system of resource sharing has developed
into a platform system of communication and cooperation. These two kinds of offline
physical exhibition resource sharing are still greatly limited in terms of scale,
convenience and cultural relic protection. In the context of Internet economy, museums
can coordinate and contact various participants in the process of resource integration,
organize and utilize multilateral resources, and build a value ecosystem with museums
as the core, multilateral participants participating and external environment interacting.
This process stimulates innovation and improves the utilization efficiency of various
resources, which helps museums give full play to various functions and create social,
cultural and economic benefits [4]. Therefore, using new media to cross regional
restrictions, rationally allocate museum resources, realize interconnection, joint
construction and sharing is more conducive to maximizing the value of museums and
promoting exchanges and mutual learning among human civilizations.

Through the analysis, it can be determined that it is very necessary to explore a
feasible interior display design scheme or design concept that can increase the
attraction of museum participation by using new media technology, strengthen the
cultural social function, and realize the joint construction and sharing of museum
cultural information and the interconnection of regional resources.

Results of the research

1. Application design of virtual tour system

If the offline application of new media improves the on-site experience of visitors,
then the online application of new media broadens the exhibition content and cultural
correlation as well as the geographical scope of the audience. Through the narrative
virtual roaming system, visitors can realize a remote online panoramic tour of the
museum without leaving home, and even study the details of the exhibits online and
understand the culture behind them. All the images in the application design of the
system are based on the real existence of the museum, and the design of the roaming
path is a story narration based on the historical development context. Through on-site
data collection, processing and video link in the exhibition hall, and then interface
design and operating system design in data processing, a complete set of virtual tour
system can be formed.
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As for the use of the system, open the system and you can see an intuitive and
simplified operating interface that fully considers the operator's feelings. Since it is a
360-degree panoramic view, you can click and drag the mouse to browse the buildings
and exhibitions from all angles (Figure 1a). The basic functions include the guide map,
screen zooming, forward and backward, background music, guide explanation,
operation help and so on. You can also select the site you want to visit by "selecting
points" (Figure 1b), and click directly to enter different scenes to meet the key
browsing. For key exhibits in the exhibition, you can enter the secondary link to view
enlarged pictures and three-dimensional cultural relics display (Figure Ic), and for
videos in the multimedia screen, you can directly watch in the original location. At the
same time, the content that cannot be shown and explained in detail in the real
exhibition can be extended through the secondary link, which is not limited by space
and can be modified according to the situation. Therefore, the virtual tour system
originates from the actual demand but is higher than the actual demand.

The design and application of online museum narrative virtual tour system, on the
one hand, through the online initiative to deliver services, on the other hand, to attract
visitors to the museum offline field visit, promoting the museum and visitors two-way
travel.

Therefore, in the process
of cultural communication, museums should make full use of social media platforms
to comprehensively collect information about the needs, expectations and preferences
of audience groups, and then adjust the methods, contents and concepts of cultural
communication of museums.

Through the existing Wechat public account, a new media social platform, the
museum's cultural communication community is constructed, and scholars, historians
and social figures are invited to jointly form the SCV (sharing, communication and
voluntary service) community (Figure 2), and the interaction is carried out through
discussion, forwarding and comments. At the same time, we actively organize offline
cultural communication and publicity activities, realize the combination of virtual and
real communities, and trigger the collision of thinking between cultural and museum
lovers.

Douyin, another popular social media, makes algorithm recommendations based
on users' interest orientation and geographical location, and its short video transmission
can more accurately sense the target users. In addition, when experts or folk scholars
open topics as anchors on Douyin live broadcast, tens or even hundreds of thousands
of people in the live broadcast room form a huge temporary community. Real-time
questions and answers and interactive discussions will generate more sparks of thought.

3. Design of data sharing application for museum community interconnection
With the evolution of information construction and the passage of time, museums
have accumulated massive data resources, but most of them are still in the extensive
management stage, which is not conducive to the effective management, long-term
preservation, retrieval and utilization, interconnection, joint construction and sharing
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of data resources. In addition, for a long time, the thought and behavior of decentralized
application construction in the industry objectively caused the information island and
data imcommunication between pieces. Proper application design of blockchain can
solve part of the problem.

Specifically, in the museum data sharing environment, no matter the data sharing
between museums or different departments within museums, the data sharing mode
and system can be built based on alliance blockchain, so as to break the disadvantages
and risks of the development of the traditional data center-based data sharing mode.
Taking inter-museum data sharing as an example, different museums can be divided
into national first-level, second-level and third-level museums according to their levels
and volumes. Museums of the same category can be listed in the same alliance
blockchain, such as the National first-class Museum Alliance blockchain. Alliance
blockchains built by museums of different categories can be linked together through
cross-chain technology to form the alliance blockchain system of the whole museum
institution (domestic), as shown in Figure 3 [11].

To build the blockchain of the national first-class museum Alliance, one
institution should first take the lead in creating it, and then invite other first-class
museums to add to the alliance chain. Each first-level museum controls one authorized
node, and each authorized node can realize point-to-point information interaction, and
jointly maintain the operation of the alliance blockchain through consensus mechanism
and intelligent contract mechanism. Meanwhile, the system provides API interfaces to
facilitate future node expansion access and application for external user data utilization,
further strengthening the sharing and interworking degree of node and system data.
The blockchain structure of the National first-class Museum Alliance 1s shown in
Figure 4 [11].

In the long run, blockchain-based data sharing mode will inevitably flourish in
museums and other fields. Of course, the degree of information openness and the sense
of information acquisition experience of visitors will also be the research focus of
information sharing design of museums in the future.

As for the problem of expanding communication and mutual learning among
museums that cannot establish resource connection for resource sharing due to
geographical or institutional reasons, blockchain technology, as a distributed database,
provides a new solution for the sharing of cultural relics digital resources among
museums with its characteristics of decentralization, immutable and traceable. In
addition to theoretical research more important is the real practical application.

Museum display [1] refers to a group of exhibits formed in a certain space with
cultural relic specimens as the main body and appropriate auxiliary exhibits in
accordance with a certain theme, sequence and art form, which carry out intuitive
display education, disseminate cultural and scientific information and provide aesthetic
appreciation. Exhibition is the most important way for a museum to realize its social
function, and it is also the unique language of a museum.

Analysis of the previous research

After the Industrial Revolution in the 18th century, museums began to fully open
to the public society, and the social education function of museums began to take shape
and get full play. People acquire more knowledge through museums. However, due to
the space limitation of the museum warehouse, this exhibition space can not meet the
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needs of visitors to visit and learn. In order to give full play to the educational function
of the museum and accept more visitors, the museum began to distinguish the
exhibition area from the storage space of the collection, which resulted in the
production of museum exhibition.

In the early 20th century, the British Natural Science Museum improved the
traditional way of display. On the basis of the original text display, it used pictures,
annotations, models and other reasonable combinations to interpret the exhibits. In
addition, Britain is also the first country to design and use standardized museum display
cabinets. Through improving the materials of display cabinets, the utilization rate of
display space can be improved. Since the 21st century, museums all over the world
have experienced unprecedented development in terms of quantity, quality and variety.
The rapid development of industrial technology and digital technology has provided
more favorable conditions for excellent quality, high-end technology and more
humanized display. Museum display is developing towards artistic sense, modern
production, digital technology and humanized content, and museum display has
entered a new era [2].

Objectives

From the perspective of display and display, museum display and display can be
divided into two categories, namely traditional display and emerging display.
Traditional display means the exhibition and presentation methods adopted by
museums for a long time, most of which are static display methods. On the basis of
cultural relics as the main body, pictures, words and other static auxiliary methods are
used to express and interpret the contents of exhibitions. The emerging display mode
is a new display mode that uses modern digital means to display the exhibition content
and culture through sound, light, electricity and other high-tech technologies on the
basis of cultural relics.

1. Design concept

mainly manifested in the following two aspects:

"Real" to "virtual"

A major shift from the traditional emphasis on the performance of real scenes to
the digital focus on virtual scenes. Nowadays, the fast pace of modern life style, the
traditional display way of fixed place and fixed time in the past, has been unable to
meet people's needs for the rapid development of science and technology in today's
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information age. In such a situation, the transformation of display design concept from
"real" to "virtual" has become an inevitable[3]. The fixed form of display wall and
display board in the former industrial age has gradually developed to the direction of
virtualization, story-oriented, situational and scene-oriented in the information age, and
there are operable and movable model institutions. With the gradual maturation of the
technology, photoelectric technology can create unexpected special effects and some
unique tricks, so that the audience in the virtual scene have the experience of being
there. The forms, means and materials of exhibition have been greatly shifted in today's
information-oriented world. Museums and science and technology museums do not
need to build huge exhibition halls, and the objects to be displayed can be put in the
depositary. They only need to use digital technology to produce their performances and
store them in a virtual environment, and establish online museums through the network.
Visitors can freely "visit" the exhibits, consult historical materials, and download them
at will.

Moving from Static to Dynamic

Show the design concept from a static state to a state of motion. Before
digitization, designers' intentions were expressed in the form of various engineering
drawings and renderings, which were flat graphics that represented only the surface of
the design. Although some design experts can make the scene realistic, the simulation
is still the surface behavior of the static state, and they are in a passive position to be
represented.

Since there is movement, there is time, and there
are four dimensional forms of expression. Objects are generated automatically in an
instant, and their structure and motion modes are revealed in the process of generation,
thus transforming from passive to active.

2. Design space

Design space refers to the space span formed in the respective locations when
designers design a project in a certain period of time. The design space is an elastic
space, the size of which changes with time. In the past, the design space was relatively
small, mainly a city where the owner and design firm were located, but occasionally a
region or a country. However, in today's digital environment, due to the emergence of
network technology, the scope of design space has been greatly expanded, which is
mainly reflected in the following two aspects:

Remote one-to-one design

That is, the owner of one country can use the network to invite the designer of
another country to design, so that the design space becomes the space span between
two countries.

Remote cooperative design

That is, designers from different countries can collaborate on a large project
through the Internet. They send each other messages, plans and ideas through the
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Internet, and can also ask and inspire each other through the Internet, and dig out their
biggest creative inspiration, and all this is as convenient and fast as all the designers
sitting in the same room.

Therefore, the design space has been greatly expanded in the digital age, from one
city, one region or one country to the whole world.

3. Design research

The development of any design is inseparable from a comprehensive market
survey. Design investigation: It is the investigation, analysis and research of design
elements related to the exhibition theme. Since any display activity has a clear goal,
the investigation, collection, sorting and analysis of the constituent elements is the
basic premise of the display effect, which is a very important process in the display
design program and has a significant impact on the following design steps. The more
comprehensive, detailed and accurate the information collection and processing is, the
smoother, easier and easier the design will be in the future. It can even be said that its
quality determines the success or failure of an exhibition design. Generally speaking,
the design elements to be investigated mainly include the following points: the reason
for display, the content and form of display, how to display; The crowd, age and
knowledge structure of visitors; The expected effect and time of display...

In the industrial age, the collection and processing of information are relatively
slow, one-sided and fuzzy. In the information age, this process has taken a qualitative
leap: it presents the advantages of being quick, comprehensive and accurate. This is
mainly reflected in the following two aspects:

Information collection

First of all, with the popularity of the Internet, the network has gradually become
the main place for digital display design creators to collect information. As long as the
designer login to different websites, it is very convenient to obtain a variety of
information, easy to create. Secondly, with the maturity of "information city" or
"virtual community", when designers enter the "information city" through the Internet,
they can quickly inquire the relevant information of the object of service -- visitors.

In this way, designers can be freed from tedious
and heavy repetitive work, so that designers have more time to display creative design.

4. Design conception

After the designer gets a lot of first-hand information, the next step is to develop
a concrete design idea. In this process, the designer needs to use the design sketch to
record the design intention in mind and the fleeting creative inspiration. Designers used
to draw sketches on paper with a pen. Now, thanks to the development of computer
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hardware and software, design sketches can also be computerized: like the Hanwang
Chinese writing pad, sketches can also be drawn with an electronic pen on a touchable
electronic drawing pad. Not only does the device render designer sketches in real time
on a computer, it also simulates the stroke, force and color of a traditional paintbrush
very realistically. Indeed, digitalization has made it easier to express ideas in display
design:

It is convenient to modify the sketch drawn by computer, which makes it easy for
designers to transform and expand the scheme, thus indirectly inspiring designers to
create.

The digitization of the design sketch makes the delivery of the sketch on the
network more timely and efficient, so that the remote design tends to be more perfect.

The design sketch image can be inserted into AutoCAD to become a base drawing
with fuzziness, which brings convenience for drawing AutoCAD engineering
drawings.

5. Design performance

Design expression is the process of expressing the final design scheme and
visualizing and embodying the designer's design thinking. Through color renderings,
plane layout, top layout, interior elevation expansion, section, node diagram and other
means to reflect. Its purpose is to allow the owner to further understand the designer's
design intention, as well as the construction of workers when the construction basis. In
the past, these drawings could only be drawn freehand on paper. Therefore, the whole
design expression is not only tedious, inconvenient to modify, and the cycle is too long,
the expression is not complete. But in the digital environment, design performance has
changed dramatically:

Due to the development of computer technology, in the past, hand-painted plane
layout, top layout, interior elevation diagram, section, node diagram, etc., fully
available two-dimensional software AutoCAD to draw. With 3D software
3DStudioMAX, the 3D model can be built in the computer first, and the function of
the camera in the software can be used to carry out multi-angle modeling. All-round
observation, finally render the effect drawing. Therefore, the design performance
presents the advantages of simple, fast, easy to modify, intuitive, complete.

With the maturity of Network Virtual Reality technology, designers can use
Cult3D, Pulse3D, Ser, 3DML and other network 3D software to conduct 3D modeling,
so that owners and related personnel can conduct multi-angle and all-round observation
and evaluation of the design scheme through the network. In this way, it provides
technical guarantee for remote design.

6. Design evaluation

The ultimate goal of design activities is to obtain an optimal design scheme. The
optimal design scheme must be obtained through design evaluation. Compared with
the past, great changes have taken place in the design evaluation under the digital
environment, which are manifested in the following three aspects:

1. Evaluation procedure

In the past, design evaluation generally consists of two steps:

The first step: the designer selects 3 or 4 schemes from numerous design sketches
through preliminary evaluation, and then carries out in-depth design;
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The second step: the designer and the owner jointly evaluate the design scheme
selected in the previous step from different perspectives, so as to obtain an optimal
design scheme. In today's digital environment, with the development and maturity of
the design evaluation system, before the second step evaluation, the computer
evaluation system will be used to screen out 3 or 4 schemes in the first step for
computer automatic evaluation, and as the reference basis for the second step
evaluation.

2. Evaluation depth

In the past, the evaluation of the scheme was static, but in the digital environment,
the design evaluation is a combination of dynamic and static: the animation function
of 3DStudioMAX can be used to realize the dynamic evaluation of the design space.

3. Evaluation method

In the past, when the evaluation entered the last step, the designer, the owner and
related personnel had to be organized at the same time. This is not only time-consuming
and laborious, and evaluation inconvenience, evaluation cost is relatively high. But in
the digital environment, thanks to the development of network technology, designers
can bring their designs together through the network. In this way, designers, owners
and related personnel can log in to the Internet through personal computers, express
personal opinions and suggestions on the scheme, and make timely modifications.
Thus, design evaluation becomes rapid and economical, and finally shortens the design
cycle and reduces the design cost.

Digital display not only reduces the distance between ordinary people and science
and technology, but also plays an important role in the education of young people.

Digital display
is not a traditional still life but a dynamic thing that can connect with the audience more
easily, that is, digital display is a display means to reinterpret and interpret the exhibits
from a new Angle [4]. The differences between traditional display means and digital
display means are compared and analyzed from various factors (Table 1), reflecting
the advantages of digital display and the necessity of application.

Traditional exhibition means require a lot of time and manpower to arrange the
exhibition according to the exhibition hall structure, which consumes time and energy,
and limited by space or technical means, may not be able to show the full picture of
scientific and technological level. In addition, the exhibition hall of traditional
exhibition means is slow to update, and the exhibition idea is generally to display the
exhibits according to the historical context of technological development, and the
audience can only follow the set order to visit. And it is impossible to imagine the links
between technologies and the key points of development. The addition of digital
display technology makes rapid progress in display means, which can more vividly
show the mutual relationship between the principles of science and technology and
technology, and can be directly presented to the public through multimedia
communication channels such as the Internet. The display ideas can also be
personalized customized and information pushed according to the theme of everyone's
interest. VR and AR technologies provide users with visible and tangible scientific and
technological civilization and richer interactive experience. In general, digital display
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not only expands the dimension of information display, breaks the barrier of time and
space, effectively balances the contradiction between past space and display demand,
Narrows the distance between science and technology and the public, and plays an
important role in communication and education for visitors of science and technology
museum and the public in an interesting and entertaining way.

With the increasing popularity of digital technology, more and more science
museums are applying it to actual exhibitions. The emphasis on digitization of science
and technology in science and technology museums is exciting, but the digital display
is not perfect.

With the development of CAD, human-computer interaction, multimedia, virtual
reality and other technologies, high and new technologies have been added to the
display design, breaking through the past exhibition wall, exhibition cases, pictures,
text and lighting and other traditional means. The digital display design is more in line
with the reading way of people in the information age, which is deeply loved by people
from all walks of life. Just as industrial civilization relegated manual civilization to
museums, digital civilization will replace industrial civilization to dominate our lives.
Today, with the rapid development of science and technology, on the basis of
information technology, digital display design represents the development direction of
modern display mode, towards the direction of digitalization, integration, networking
and intelligence [6]. At present, the concept of digital display design is confused, there
are digital display, digital display and other terms.
