Methodology of the economic development strategy forming of
agriculture in Ukraine.

The methodological principles of formation of the economic
development strategy of agriculture are substantiated. For
substantiating the methodological principles of forming the economic
development strategy of agriculture in Ukraine, its main principles in
the market environment are highlighted, namely: economic approach
to the choice of long-term goals and means of their achievement;



competitive advantage; optimization of production and improvement
of the marketing system of commodity products; constant updating
and replenishment of new, more advanced means of production,
ensuring the possibility of realizing the strategic goals of agricultural
producers in the agrarian market; transformation of strategic missions
of commodity producers in agriculture; optimization of the price policy
of commodity producers in agriculture; adaptation of the incentive
system for the personnel of the economic entity to its strategic goals;
the flexibility of the production profile of commodity producers in
agriculture. The interpretation of the categories "strategy", "strategy of
economic development of the branch" and "economic development of
agriculture" is deepened. A monitoring system of the implementation
of the economic development strategy of agriculture has been
developed. It provides of the definition of a list controlled factor
parameters and their standard values; the order using of the results of
monitoring the strategy’s implementation. The system of state
regulation of the formation process of the agricultural development
strategy as a component of a socially oriented national economy has
been analyzed. State regulation of formation and implementation of
the strategy of agricultural development as a component of a socially
oriented national economy is realized in various forms - legislative, tax,
credit, and subventive. When legislating, special 8 legislation is adopted
that ensures an equal level of competition that prevents the
establishment of excessively high prices for the purchase of livestock
and poultry. The financial-industrial activity of the agriculture branch in
the conditions of globalization is researched. In Ukraine, agriculture
faces a challenge of raising competitiveness both on the state and on
the world market. Today, globalization and the integration of business
processes are characteristic for the improvement of the global
agricultural industry. It means the prospective economic growth of
enterprises operating in agriculture. Regarding agricultural enterprises
it should be noted that their activities have certain features: uneven



production, seasonality and dynamic changes. Separate regions have
differences in the availability of territorial resources, geography of
demand, the number of enterprises in this profile. In view of this, the
formation of a strategy for economic development of agriculture in the
context of globalization is becoming more and more relevant. The
methodological basis of management of economic development of
agriculture Ukrainian is determined. The possibility of defining an
effective strategy for economic development of agriculture is
highlighted.

Possibilities of defining an
effective strategy have included: a rule of law and political stability,
they promote economic growth; transparent, adequate and properly
implemented laws, effective tax management and resource
redistribution, relevant regulatory systems and sound public financial
systems are essential for sustainable economic growth. The theoretical
and methodical approaches to alternative and innovative financing of
Ukrainian agriculture are systematized. The innovative doctrine of
agricultural development in Ukraine has been improved. An innovative
doctrine of the development of agriculture in Ukraine is developed on
the basis of the study of the imperatives of forming of the economic
development strategy of Ukrainian 9 agriculture. It is a system of views
on the nature, the character, causes of development (or decline) of
modern agriculture, the principles and of its improvement ways, the
role of the state in the development of agriculture, as well as its using
for other vital national interests.

Since this model is
relatively complex, an interactive mapping system was created that
helps change variables in agricultural analysis and then simulate it. The
resulting display system can transmit information from a model to
another submodel. After the nonlinear programming model is
executed, the simulation results will be sent back to the display system.
In practical application, the model of analysis of the efficiency of
agriculture can be used to provide variables for forecasting such as:
population growth, transformation of cultivated lands, average income
level and change in the level of expenditure. It can provide data for
assessing the implementation of the agricultural economic
development strategy, such as the nominal and effective rates of
protection for agricultural producers, producers' subsidies, the internal
cost of resources, the level of self-sufficiency and the elasticity of
agricultural supply and demand. The agricultural analysis model can be
used to evaluate possible scenarios of development in case of forming
an optimal strategy for economic development of agriculture. For the
future development of a strategy for economic development of 10
agriculture, it is necessary to make the first baseline of projection, and
then on this basis to propose other variables of strategy to simulate
effects. By comparing the difference between basic design and
modeling of agricultural processes, it is easy to determine the effects of
a change in strategy. The coordination of the most effective national



and local coordination mechanisms for increasing the mutual influence
between agriculture and the innovation environment is assessed. A
comparative analysis of the efficiency of agriculture functioning in
Ukraine and European countries was carried out in order to generalize
theoretical approaches and laws of economic development of
agriculture. The level of functioning of agriculture in Ukraine, compared
with other European countries, is not sufficiently effective. The
efficiency of using one hectare of agricultural land in Ukraine is
significantly lower despite of the much larger concentration level of
land in any European country. The relatively high share of agricultural
production in Ukrainian GDP (gross domestic product), as compared to
other countries, is due to the very low overall Ukrainian GDP and a
fairly large area of cultivated agricultural land. The institutional
environment of Ukraine is built in such a way that agriculture receives
some agricultural tax benefits, leveling the public infrastructure and
high transaction costs due to excessive regulation. Agricultural policy in
Ukraine, unlike other European states, has focused on sectoral
strategies, it is based on the support of individual sub-sectors of
agriculture, primarily through payments, based on area (hectares),
livestock numbers, etc. In addition, there is a certain tariff and non-
tariff protection of domestic producers, which provides for internal
measures such as minimum purchasing prices and public procurement
requirements. Despite the existence of officially established
government tasks and government programs, the policy-making
process continues to be special and conditional, with a lack of a
homogeneous long-term perspective, a strategic perspective with state
interventions, consistent with economic principles. The concept of
transition of Ukrainian agriculture to the innovative model of
development is developed. The priority directions of rational use of
economic levers 11 of innovative support of economic development of
Ukrainian agriculture are revealed. Innovative infrastructure as an
integral part of the overall strategy for economic development of



agriculture should be formed in the regions in accordance with local
conditions and opportunities, usually on multi-channel financing, when
combining budget support and own funds of the subject of innovation
activity on the principles of private-public partnership. The main task
and the general direction in the work of various objects of the
innovation infrastructure of agriculture is the integration of science and
production.
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
