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Moreover, ice-breaking activities can provide a fun and engaging way for students to practice
their language skills. These activities can involve games, role-plays, or other interactive exercises
that require students to use the language they are learning. By incorporating these activities into the
classroom, teachers can help students to develop their speaking, listening, and comprehension skills
in a natural and enjoyable way [2].

In addition, ice-breaking activities can help students to learn more about each other's
backgrounds and cultures. This can be particularly important in language learning, where cultural
awareness and sensitivity are essential. By learning about each other's experiences and perspectives,
students can develop a deeper understanding and appreciation of different cultures and ways of life.

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One of the important tasks and goals of modern techniques is teaching communication and
mastering speech means. Furthermore, each of the methods has certain characteristics, some of them
are more popular and in demand, and some less. In addition, new methods of teaching a foreign
language are regularly developed, so now every teacher of the university can choose the most
suitable method of work for himself.

However, when using the communicative methods in teaching, students are more active. The
task of the teacher in this case is the ability to involve everyone in the audience in the conversation.

An important
advantage of the method is that it has a variety of tasks: role-plays, discussions, debates, etc.

Because of the increased responsibility to
participate, students may find they gain confidence in using the target language in general. Teachers
in communicative classrooms will find themselves talking less and listening more becoming active
facilitators of their students' learning.
