The arficle considers the state management of innovative entrepreneurship, in particular the reqgulation of institutional
environment renewal and investment incentives in the conditions of COVID-19. It is proved that the definition of the
deferminants of state regulation by innovative entrepreneurship in the conditions of fransformation of the national economy
assumes the key role of the state in such a process. The state has all the levers of influence on innovative entrepreneurship and
theinstitutional environment, it appears as an object with a set of powers in the field of ensuring the implementation of public
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policy. Due to state influence, it is possible to pursue a policy to guarantee the demand for domestic innovations (especially in
budget-generating industries). Using the executive, judicial and legislative branches of government, the state can requlate
innovation policy, judicial protection of enfrepreneurs and implement innovation policy at all levels of the economy. The
creation of innovative infrastructure elements and the improvement of the institutional environment of innovative
enfrepreneurship areintegral areas of such a policy. The statein terms ofrenewal of the institutional environment and COVID-
19should stimulate the development of innovation in strategically important for the national economy sectors of industry, by
supporting innovative projects in the defense, medical, agricultural, pharmaceuftical spheres. In such areas, there is a need fo
develop sectoral innovation clusters within individual territories, intensify infiastructure and seek investment fo stimulate
network organizations. The goal of clustering should be achieved by sfreamlining the inferaction of cluster stakeholders,
which are geographically close fo each other, provided with access fo innovation potential, which will guarantee them minimal
transaction and transformation costs. For organizational support of sectoral innovation clusters, there is a need to divide the
functional responsibilities between state and local authorities in terms oflegislation, control, investment support of the cluster.
