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FORMATION OF PROFESSIONAL COMMUNICATION

High demands on the professional training of specialists today put forward worthy tasks for
higher education, one of which is the search for effective methods for the development of speech
competence of students. The ability to communicate in the language of the profession increases
productivity, helps to feel comfortable at work, in the team, in business contacts, which once again
actualizes the linguistic training of students.

Knowledge of the language of professional communication is not only the formation of
language competence, but also the ability to use this knowledge in practice, combine verbal and
nonverbal means of communication.

In modern conditions, a significant factor in the development of Ukrainian professional speech
of non-philological students is the mastery of vocabulary and style of scientific and educational
literature and literature in the specialty. The goal in the development of professional speech of
students is to determine the forms of work with the text by types of speech activity to build
independent statements on professional topics using terms and terminological phraseology. The
content of the educational material on the formation of Ukrainian professional speech of non-
philological students is connected with the forms of work with the text by types of speech activity,
on the basis of which various training exercises are performed.

An important factor in the effectiveness of the formation of professional communication is to
determine its adequacy of content. The scientific achievements of scientists, their own pedagogical
experience and the experience of other teachers-practitioners convince that the content of teaching
the Ukrainian language for the purpose of professional speech should include the following
components:

1) pragmatic — the formation of students' communication skills;

2) epistemological — the expansion of students’ knowledge of the general patterns of
development of the Ukrainian language, issues of vocabulary, phraseology, phonetics, grammar,
professional speech, terminological vocabulary, etc .;

3) axiological - the development of students' values and motives.

Perfect reading skills involve both mastering all types of reading and the ease of transition from
one type to another, depending on the change in the purpose of obtaining information from a
professional text. Intensive reading of scientific literature on the specialty and related systematic work
on special terms brought the process of learning the Ukrainian language as close as possible to special
subjects and agreed with the motivational basis of its teaching. This aroused students' professional
interest in learning the Ukrainian language and maintained it at a high level throughout the period of
study. The study identified the specifics of listening, the processes that contribute to the understanding
of the text, as a reflection of the communicative professional competence of students. Aspects of
speaking, writing, the ability to take notes, thesis, annotation and abstracting of texts, writing a short
report as a means of developing speech skills are analyzed. Thus, the purpose of the professionally
oriented Ukrainian language course is to improve the acquired skills and abilities of professional
communication, which cover four main aspects (speaking, reading, listening, writing) by transferring
them to the industrial and professional sphere.
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The correction and maintenance of a high culture of speech is part of the overall human culture.
Today, interest in the Ukrainian language as the state language has increased and it is insufficient to
have knowledge acquired at school. The graduate of high school should know Ukrainian well and use
it at performance of official duties; after all deep knowledge of professional language promotes
mastering of a specialty, raises efficiency of work, and strengthens business relations.
